SECTION VI-HEALTH HAZARD DATA 
Effects of Exposure: Dermal contact and inhalation are expected to be the primary routed of occupational exposure to this herbicide. Occupational exposure to 
this herbicide has not been reported to cause significant adverse health effects. However, this material is considered to be a moderate eye irritant. Ingestion of a 
similar, but more concentrated product has been reported to produce gastrointestinal discomfort, nausea, vomiting and diarrhea. 
Toxicological Data: Data from studies indicate the following:  
Herbicide:  
Oral LD50 (Rat): >5,000 mg/kg, Practically Nontoxic / Dermal Oral LD50 (, (Rabbit): >5,000 mg/kg, Practically Nontoxic 

Eye Irritation (Rabbit, 24-hr): Moderately Irritating- moderate to severe conjunctival irritation with minor iridial changes. Most animals were free of ocular irritation within 7 days.  

Skin Irritation ( Rabbit, 4-hr): Slightly Irritating very slight erythema. All animals were free of dermal irritation within 3 days. 
SECTION VII-PRECAUTIONS FOR SAFE HANDLING AND USE 

Steps To Be Taken In Case Material Is Released Or Spilled: Observe all protective and safety precautions when cleaning up spills. 
 Liquid spills on floor or other impervious surfaces should be contained or diked and should be absorbed with attapulgite, bentonite or other absorbent clays. 
Collect contaminated absorbent, place in plastic lined metal drums and dispose of in accordance with instructions provided under DISPOSAL. Thoroughly scrub 
floor or other impervious surfaces with a strong industrial type detergent solution and rinse with water. 
 Liquid spills that soak into the ground should be dug-up, placed in plastic lined metal drums and disposed of in accordance with instructions provided under 
DISPOSAL. 
 Leaking containers should be separated from non-leakers and either the container or its contents transferred to a plastic lined drum or other non-leaking 
container and dispose of in accordance with instructions provided under DISPOSAL. Any recovered spilled liquid should be similarly collected and disposed of.
